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Commentary

The Honiara Consumers Price Index for April 2011 rose by 1.8% from the preceding month to
157.3. This was largely driven by a general rise in food prices and increases in fuel and betel nut
prices.

The imported food sub-index rose by 1.3% driven by increases in the price of chicken wings, which
rose by 36.7% to $41.00/500gm pkt, powdered milk, up by 2.4% to $46.12/300g can, cooking oil,
up by 10.4% to $12.35/500ml plastic bottle, white sugar, up by 9% to $8.05/500gm pkt and
noodles, up by 3.3% to $3.10/75g pkt. In addition, the domestic food sub-index also rose by 4.7%
on account of increases in the prices of flour which rose by 2.1% to $195.67/25kg bag, local eggs
went up by 7.3% to $29.50/pkt including a general rise in the price of fruits and vegetables in the
Honiara market. The increase in the latter was attributed to general increases in the price of bush
cabbage which rose by 32.5% to $8.30/kg, local peanuts, up 89% to $24.28/kg and cooking
bananas, up 7.1% to $7.91. These had outweighed slight declines in the prices of ox & palm corned
beef, pork luncheon meat, and cassava resulting in a 3.2% increase in the overall Food Index.

Changes in other sub-indexes are as follows:-

e Drinks & Tobacco was up 5.6% on account of increases in the price of betel nut, which rose
13% to 92cents/nut, twist tobacco, up 8.2% to $16.75/stick, solbrew beer, up 2.8% to
$9.25/330ml can and ice house beer, up 4% to $12.00/can.

e Housing & Utilities rose 0.2% driven by increases in the prices of LP gas, which went up by
0.9% to $112.00/4.5kg cylinder, and bricks, up 7% to $7.60/brick.

e Transport and communications went up 1.3% due to increases in the price of petrol and
diesel which rose by 2.1% to $11.61/litre and 1.4% to $11.71/litre respectively.

e Miscellaneous sub-index dropped 1.4% due to a 5% decline in the price of toothpaste,
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The annual inflation rate to April on a 3 months moving average was 4%, up 1.1 percentage points
from 2.9% in March. The inflation rates for imported and other items were 7.0% and 1.9%
respectively.
